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Ramzi Jammal has worked for the CNSC since 1998. He has
35 years of experience in the nuclear industry, combining
management skills with scientific expertise, and represents
the CNSC in various international activities, such as in co-
chairing the IAEA Fukushima report and leading Canadian
delegations to the Safety Conventions.

He sits onthe IAEA Commission on Safety Standards. He was
President of CNS 2017.

In 2020, Ramzi received Canadian Nuclear Society Award. He
has been instrumental in preparing the CNSC to regulate
SMRs, by modernizing its regulatory framework and
collaborating internationally on advanced reactor and small modular reactor designs. This
work is intended to harmonize international standards and requirements to regulate SMRs
effectively and efficiently.
